RESOLUTION O.NR.06.01 (passed) 
Be it resolved that the Delegate Assembly recommends to the NCTM Board of Directors 
that any policy or requirement entailing the sharing of Affiliate membership lists and 
information be amended to provide alternative criteria.  
 
RATIONALE: 

¶ Many Affiliate bylaws prohibit sharing of member-ship lists and information. 
 

¶Unshared membership lists result in ineligibility of Affiliates for many NCTM benefits such 
as Leadership Circle and hosting Learn<->Reflect strands at the local and/or state 
conferences.
